Walt’s Take:  9 Steps Forward and 6 Steps Back – 2013:July:19

I won’t claim great knowledge of the Bill, but several aspects bother me.  

First are the Brain Drain provisions which increases by 3%.  Not too bad if these exploited workers weren’t already a flood.  I applaud stabilizing the undocumented workers here and giving an eventual path to citizenship as two beginnings, but do we really need an overall increase?
