Gun-Social

Some gun owners need some socialization. To connect and mature, ask all gun owners to join a militia, gun or hunting club.  Then regulations can complement partial gun bans.  Even gun owners will become allies since gun ownership is dropping.

Hunter-Safety classes slash accidents.  Education mollifies even gun-haters.  You don’t point guns at people and I would ask that kids don’t point toy-guns at non-players.  More germane, your target’s less important than what is behind your target, because you miss.  Gun Culture links guns with camaraderie, safety, service and protecting the innocent rather than mayhem.  With gun ownership dropping, clubs collect and preserve mature culture.

Militias who work on tactics should liaise with military or Guard.  Hunters have Fish and Wildlife as liaison.  Home protection now surpasses hunting and should liaise with police. All militias liaise with some authority for education and to allay fears.  

To allay fears government will seize guns, militias help on background checks, supply a character reference and keep gun and education records.  Discount background check fees for recognized club members.

Militias are scary. Koch brothers or Rupert Murdoch militias terrify.  Even mandating democratic organizations won’t fully block rich-guy subsidies.  Gun-shop aligned militias may clarify these rules. 

Yet, Tim McVeigh failed to incite right wing and religious militants.  What if a fellow member asked James Holmes, “why the arsenal and what will you study now?” or asked Eric and Dylan, “what the hell are you doing and can I give you some advice on bullies?” 

Maturate all gun owners.  What gun bans can’t do, militia regulations can.  
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
